CD-ROM Games, etc. must be complete, clean and in perfect working condition. 
 
We review all equipment to meet current Federal and Provincial safety standards. 
 
Please ensure batteries, instructions and manuals are included where applicable. 
 
We base our prices on supply and demand. 
We'll work hard to get the best price for you. 
You will receive 40% of the final selling price. 
Stop in any time for money owed to you.
